Graduation Requirements: In order to meet the equivalent of High School graduation requirements the 
students must complete a minimum of five International General Certificates of Education at level 4 or above 
at the end of year 11 (year 10 USA). 

Study courses for High School Graduation equivalent: A Wingate student must complete the courses for 
the following compulsory International General Certificates of Education; English, English Literature, 
Mathematics, Spanish, Biology. Students also choose to complete three of the following elective courses; 
IGCSE Geography, Physical Education, History, Physics, Psychology, Chemistry, French, Business or BTEC 
IT, BTEC Art and Design, BTEC Performing Arts. 

University Requirements: For access to a UK, EU or International Universities, students must also complete 
a minimum of 3 International Advanced Levels or GCEs from the following; Biology, Chemistry, Physics, 
Mathematics, Further Mathematics, Business, Psychology, Spanish, French, German, Russian, English 
Literature, English Language, Economics, History, Geography. BTEC Level 3 Extended Diploma options are 
available in Art and Design, IT and Performing Arts, which are accepted by many university establishments. 
The Pearson Extended Project Qualification and a Sports Leaders Award are offered to develop additional 
skills.
